As their original kitchen
was far too small for everyone to create meals
and memories in one space, they desired a much
larger more functional kitchen that would allow
the whole family to have dinners together.

The one-hundred-year-old home had plenty of
original charming details and character that was
important to maintain in this renovation while
still giving a feeling fresh and new.

The newly renovated kitchen honours its historical
essence, while providing a significant upgrade in
function, flow, and storage that this lively family
needs. The entire kitchen was relocated from the
original small location in the home to the under-
utilized formal dining room and current eat-in
space. The old kitchen became the new formal
dining room, and we opened up the wall to the
living room to create a more open living space.
The rest of the interior was finished with stunning
black walnut hardwood flooring throughout.

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Every detail was considered, including making %
a custom crown knife for the cabinets to align .
with all of the existing plaster crown moldings

and applying a new large format checkered
floor. The layout and custom cabinetry were Before}
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The grayish-blue cabinets were inspired by

the painted marble buffet backsplash, aligning
with the client’s love of blue. This unique blend
of pattern and colour is balanced by the clean
subway tile backsplash behind the sink
and stovetop, while the
subtle gray veining in the
countertop incorporates
movement into the space.
Lastly, the wormy maple
island cabinetry and accents
add contrast and warmth to
the space, helping to unify
this family-focused kitchen.

The blue kitchen cabinetry was inspired by a marble-painted tile the homeowners loved.

We integrated artfully screened cabinet doors to strategically conceal the radiators,
without losing storage. Existing structural features like the fireplace recess and
window radiators were turned into functional spaces and storage. The decorative
mesh cabinet doors help break up some of the blue while allowing the radiators to
be completely functional and safe.

Included is a hidden pull-out foot stool below the wall oven allowing everyone in
the home better access to upper cabinets, ensuring everything is always accessible.

Aesthetically, the classic checkered floor was a nod to the existing kitchen;

the boldness of the original style was softened by applying a larger scale pattern
with the lower contrast tones, lending to a more modern look & feel that the
homeowners wanted.
