This well-established home, beautifully landscaped backyard, pool
and extensive deck already had great bones to build upon. However,
the entry from their outdoor entertainment space to the powder
room was through a narrow back hall that provided access to their
closed-in, singularly functioning laundry room connected to the
kitchen. The powder room door had a less-than-desirable line-of-
sight from the kitchen and was slightly further into the house from
the yard, and the family room also needed a boost. For each aspect
of this renovation, it was imperative that the new upgrades would be
cohesive with previously renovated areas of the home and yard to
allow for a seamless flow.

This is where Pioneer’s expertise came into play:

«/ Byremoving a dividing wall between the laundry and narrow back hall,
the now enlarged area includes an island with a bar fridge that serves
as an entertaining hub mere steps from the outdoors and storage
for crafting materials for the grandkids. The powder room door was
moved away from the kitchen view and is now closer to the back door
for direct access. The fireplace had new surround and built-ins that
bookended the view of the laundry room from across the kitchen.

« Although the original intent for the kitchen was merely to improve
the shape, function and size of the island, it became clear there were
pinching points that prevented a deeper island footprint that would
maintain room for stools. This led to a complete kitchen reno with a
large window, where we relocated the pergola (featured on the cover)
to frame the view from this window. This allows the hostess to see
everything more easily.

« Expanding the deck landing area at the back door made room for the
BBQ and is now directly adjacent to the outdoor dining pergola and new
multipurpose indoor area. New fence partitions provide a contemporary
backdrop for the mature landscaping with new uplighting.
